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The 26th Global Chinese Language Essay Competition attracted participation from over 3,800 schools across 73
countries and regions, with more than 550,000 submissions reviewed. Students from The Chinese Academy
actively took part in this event. After careful selection, 53 outstanding essays were recommended by our school
and successfully passed the preliminary and final reviews conducted by the competition’s judges panel. A total of
20 students from our school stood out and received awards, including 1 Grand Prize winner (one of only 50 Grand
